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teeth with a cloth or soft brush.

« Milk & juices contain sugar which tooth decay, don't put
your child down to sleep with anything but water.

2. Toddlers (1 to 2 yrs):

« Visit the dentist after 1st
tooth erupts, but no later
than 1 year of age.

« Clean your child’s teeth by
brushing at 45’ angle in
gentle circular motion.

« Don’t use fluoridated tooth
paste before age of 2 years.

* At age of 1 trade a bottle for
a sip cup.

3. Pre-school (2 to 6 years):

« Use pea sized tooth paste, Don’t allow your child to swallow
tooth paste.

« Injury to (primary) baby teeth could affect the permanent
(adult) teeth.

« If an injury happen contact your dentist.

« Limit the number of times your child eats or drinks during
the day.

« Limit sugar intake

« Use positive reinforcement to help your child discontinue
pacifier/ any sucking habits.

4. School aged (6 to 12 years):

« Thumb sucking or any other habits past 5,6 years leads
to permanent teeth & jaw F.D
damage, consult your dentist. '

« Children should begin
brushing independently.

« Children should begin flossing
by the age of 10.




 Mouth guard to be used to protect against dental injuries
during sports.

« Sealants (protective coating that covers chewing surfaces &
teeth). Should be placed on newly erupted permanent back
teeth to protect them from decay.

5. Adolescence (12 to 18 years):

Teenagers care a lot about their
appearance. A pediatric dentist
can make a cupped tooth look
whole, change discolored teeth,
contour an oddly shaped tooth,
even fill in the gaps between
spaced teeth.
